Setting up environmental
objectives (WFD Art. 4)

§ WFD specifies following principal environmental
objectives for surface water bodies
» to prevent deterioration in their status

* to restore to good surface water status or good
ecological potential for HM or artificial WB

* to implement the necessary measures
§ for protected areas

e to achieve compliance with standards and objectives
specified in the Community legislation

» to achieve compliance with good status objectives



Setting up the programme of
measures of River Basin

District (WFD Art. 11)
§to be established by the end of 2009

§ contents:

* basic measures to be implemented in order to
achieve the objectives defined for 2015

o supplementary or additional measures, if the
basic measures are not enough to achieve
objectives
